New Section 301 Investigation Opened on Vietnam for Illegal Lumber and Currency Manipulation 
The USTR announced a new Section 301 investigation against Vietnam for importing illegal lumber for use in 
manufacturing wood furniture and for currency manipulation that is impacting domestic industry. Comments for 
both Section 301 investigations can be submitted through the Federal eRulemaking Portal and are due by 
November 12, 2020.

China Section 301 Lists 1 and 2 Tariff Exclusion Extensions and Expirations as of October 2, 2020 
More than 150 exclusions expired on October 2, 2020 as USTR declined to extend them. USTR extended 9 
exclusions from list 1 and 28 exclusions from list 2.
